 A tip to keep you safe from spam emails.  

 
To ensure an email is from a known contact and not a subtle spoof (e.g., john@company.com vs 
john@cornpany.com), you must inspect the full email address, check for unexpected urgency or links. Always 
verify suspicious requests through a separate communication channel (phone etc.).' 

 

Key Verification Techniques: Inspect the Sender Address: Click on the "From" name to display the full email 
address. Look for subtle misspellings (e.g., swapping 'm' for 'rn' or using '.net' instead of '.com'). Check "Reply-To" 
Field: Sometimes the "From" address looks correct, but the "Reply-To" address goes to a scammer. 

 

Use Visual Cues: Look for the absence of images/logos and check for generic greetings like "Dear Customer".
